1. Justification

The Faculty of Social Sciences and Humanities, Mahidol University, Thailand and the
Department of Behavioral Sciences, De La Salle University, the Philippines will jointly
organize the 3™ International Conference with the theme “Social and health Inequity and
Globalization: The ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) Perspective”. The expected
beneficial outcomes of the conference are:

1. Dissemination of knowledge regarding the impact of globalization on the ASEAN
region. This conference will address the knowledge gap regarding the rapid rate of
globalization and its impacts on ASEAN societies. While the general integration of ASEAN is
expected to bring about regional prosperity, the question of whether globalization will reduce
inequity is not known due to the extreme social and cultural differences of countries within the
AEC. This conference will address such issues and create a pool of knowledge from which
inequities in the social and health arenas in the region may be addressed.

2. Inequity is a very important issue within the region. In the past, development has
emphasized growth in terms of GDP, literacy rate or health status. However, mal-distribution
of wealth, power and resources (within and among the countries in the region as well as among
the regions of the world) has happened primarily in countries with high growth rates. A
consequence ot this has been social and political unrest or unsustainable growth. This
conference will address issues pertaining to the equitable distribution of wealth.

3. Present paradigms regarding globalization have been Western-centric. This
conference provides a platform for the exchange of knowledge and the development of
networks among ASEAN scholars to develop Asian and ASEAN perspectives and paradigms
on globalization.

4. Mahidol University envisions itself to live up to its name to be The Wisdom Of The
Land, and De La Salle University positions itself as the leading learner-centred research
university in the region. As such, both institutions realize the importance of going beyond
present boundaries and bridging knowledge gaps through the encouragement of scholarly
efforts and the creation of a community of scholars within the AEC. This conference offers
scholars this opportunity via the inclusion of more participants from fellow AEC countries to
offer their insight into regional inequities in the social and health-related spheres.



2. Objectives
The objectives of the conference are:

1. To provide scholars in the ASEAN region with a platform to share their knowledge in the
social sciences, including health inequities and globalization with respect to the AEC.

2. To build networks of knowledge among scholars and experts on issues pertaining fo social
mequity, health inequity and globalization.

3. To produce ideas and policies aimed at reduction of inequities that are pertinent to ASEAN
countries and the AEC Council.

The conference will explore the issue of globalization or AEC in social inequities such
as:

1. Theoretical concepts of inequity and globalization.

2. Health inequity and the AEC.

3. Social problems/issues and crime in the AEC.

4. Illiteracy and rights to education in the AEC.

5. Human rights, ethics and violence in the AEC.

6. Environmental degradation and global warming in the context of the AEC.
7. Public policy, administration and development in the AEC.

8. Marginalized populations (cross-border populations, indigenous populations, ethnic
minority groups, women, children, LGBT community, persons with disabilities and the
aging population) in the context of the AEC.

9. Research methods in tne social sciences: implications and applications.

Participation is open to those in AEC and non-AEC member countries and to those who
work in research and universities, government officials and NGOs that are interested in and
work on issues of inequity and globalization.

7. Working language

Working language for the conference is the English Language

8. Registration

9. Paper Presentation

All papers presented should be consistent with the main theme and sub-topics of this
conference. The papers presented must not have been presented at any other conference and
accepted submissions are placed under embargo until after the conference. The expected length
of a paper is between 10 — 15 pages. All papers and abstracts must adhere to the following
format:

e Must be in Thai or English A4 single spaced.
e Time New Roman 12 point (Microsoft Word)
e Referenced using APA style

e Timing of Oral Presentations

o Each presenter is given 20 minutes for presentation and between 5 — 10 minutes
will be set aside for discussion.

o Presenters are expected to present using Microsoft PowerPoint.

¢ Should the accepted paper not be presented by the author/one of the authors, the paper
and its accompanying abstract will not be printed in the conference proceedings.
